The article is devoted to a general analysis of the role and responsibility of a commander in relation to his subordinates in the context of his
complex legal status, which determines the respective rights and obligations of such a person in general in an armed conflict and in relation to
his subordinates in particular. In armed conflicts, there is a possibility that subordinates may commit unlawful acts because the commander does
not exercise proper control over their actions.

Over time and in the light of many armed conflicts in the world, the concept of command responsibility has evolved and received the necessary
formalisation in certain international legal instruments. In general, certain rules were initially developed according to which commanders, by virtue
of their position, have certain positive duties to control the actions of their subordinates in order to prevent them from committing unlawful acts
and, if they do, to punish the perpetrators.

The works of many scholars, the activities of international criminal tribunals and national courts have examined in detail every aspect
of this legal regime, starting with the components of the legal status of a commander and a subordinate, their actual and legal relationship,
and the national and international rules governing this phenomenon. An important place in the study of the doctrine of command responsibility
is occupied by the analysis of the nature of the commander's authority over subordinates, which provides for certain rights of the commander in
relation to the latter. In addition, the duties of the commander play a key role in justifying the existence of the concept of command responsibility,
in particular the criminalisation of the culpable inaction of the commander.

In summary, this article examines the justification of the doctrine of command responsibility, with a concomitant analysis of the importance
of the existence of a commander as a person who has the appropriate rights and duties to ensure that his subordinates comply with the laws
and customs of war, as well as his responsibility for the improper performance of his duties towards his subordinates.
