Thearticle providesacomprehensive analysis of evaluative concepts in criminal procedure law and their impact on determining
the lawfulness of police use of firearms. The relevance of the topic arises from the fact that most legal criteria regulating the use
of force — such as “real threat,” “necessity,” “proportionality,” and “urgency” — possess an inherently flexible and context-
dependent nature. Their interpretation varies depending on specific circumstances, the officer’s subjective perception of danger,
and the retrospective assessment conducted within criminal proceedings. The study argues that while judicial evaluation is
inherently retrospective, a police officer’s decision is made under conditions of time pressure, stress, uncertainty, and incomplete
information, which leads to a potential conflict between legal standards and real operational conditions.

The article examines Ukrainian legal norms governing the use of firearms, provisions of the Criminal Code on self-defense
and necessity, as well as the jurisprudence of the European Court of Human Rights and the U.S. Supreme Court, including
the “reasonable officer” doctrine. Special emphasis is placed on the psychological and physiological aspects of human behavior
in high-risk situations, such as tunnel vision, time distortion, and the dominance of automated reactions over analytical reasoning.
These factors significantly influence the officer’s perception of threat and decision-making.

The study demonstrates that the level of an officer’s firearms and tactical training is a key factor in minimizing mistakes
during dynamic encounters and ensuring lawful use of force. Issues of documenting such incidents are analyzed, including
the need for technological tools such as body-worn cameras, shot telemetry, and VR reconstructions.

The article proposes avenues for improving legislation and investigative practices, including clarification of evaluative terms,
expanded scenario-based training, development of a unified documentation standard, and the implementation of the “reasonable
police officer” principle. The findings may be applied in legal scholarship, legislative improvement, and professional police
training programs.
