The article is dedicated to the ideas of Kenneth Einar Himma (b. 1957), who belongs to the tradition of contemporary Anglo-American legal
positivism. The authors focus on the key work of K. Himma — «Coercion and the Nature of Law» (2020), in which he tries to restore the centrality
of coercion in the concept of law.

Authors are looking through K. Khimma’s concept of «law as an artefact», the functional aspiration of law and his understanding
of the relationship between coercion and sanctions. It is concluded that for K. Himma, coercive mechanisms are not only an empirically universal
feature of legal systems that can be found everywhere in societies, but also a conceptually necessary feature of the law. Authors demonstrate
why, for K. Himma, law is inherently coercive.

The importance of the study of K. Himma’s ideas lies in his criticism of the ideas of H.L.A Hart and J. Raz, who tried to move away from
the arguments of the classical legal positivist J. Austin, for whom law was «a command of a sovereign, backed by sanctions». Thus, the authors
analysis of K. Himma'’s criticism of the thought experiment of the «society of angels», with the help of which J. Raz tried to prove that the very fact
that people recognise law as an effective social regulator and that law has «authority» already encourages societies to comply with legal norms,
i.e. without the threat of coercion.

Authors highlighted the main arguments of K. Himma on the impossiblity of the abandoning the concept of coercion in law, given that human
nature is negative (in line with T. Hobbes) and prone to violence. It is concluded that in a certain way, K. Himma returns to the fundamental thesis
of J. Austin, in which coercion is a way of enforcing law (meanwhole he admits the role of morality in the recognition of legal norms by society).
The article demonstrates the importance of studying new views and approaches within the contemporary Anglo-American legal positivism, which
has significantly changed approaches to determining the role of coercion in law over the sixty years of its existence as a legal tradition.
