The article presents the results of the study of the ECtHR judgments against Ukraine, in which the Court concludes that there has been
a violation of Art. 2 of the ECHR under its procedural limb, i.e. due to the lack of an effective investigation of the death of a person. Through
the prism of a human-centred approach to access to justice which adopts the perspective of people as a starting point and placed people
at the core when designing, delivering, implementing and evaluating public policies, services and legal procedures within and beyond the justice
system, the author analyzed the ECtHR judgements against Ukraine from the perspective of the applicants’ justice needs. The scale and nature
of the problem of the State's failure to fulfill its positive obligations under procedural limb of the Art. 2 of the Convention are characterized.
In particular, the ineffectiveness of the investigation concerns various categories of cases of the deprivation of life, involving diverse groups
of the population. It was found that the most numerous category of the Ukrainian cases under Art. 2 of the ECHR were ineffective investigation
of loss of life or serious bodily injuries incurred in connection with road traffic accidents (52 cases out of 130); at least 17 cases concerned
the investigation of the deaths caused by an agent of the State (under the control of the State). Also, the gender composition of the applicants
and their family ties to the victims were studied, and it was found that in 66% of the analyzed cases, the applicants to the ECtHR were victims’
mother, father or both parents (alone or together with other relatives). Victims’ mothers were the applicant in almost half of the cases, and in every
fourth case — individually. Therefore, it was concluded that ECtHR cases under procedural limp of the Art. 2 of the Convention refer mostly to
women’s access to justice (above all, mothers and wives) than men’s. At the same time, the investigation concerned the deaths of mainly men;
they are more often victims of violent crimes and the use of force by the State. Women were victims in 26.92% of the analyzed cases, half of which
were as a result of a traffic accident. A new approach to the analysis of the ECtHR case law is proposed — through the prism not only of the content
of the right guaranteed by the Convention or its interpretation by the Court, but from the perspective of people seeking justice.
