The article is devoted to the study of the development of the concept of online dispute resolution in foreign practice. It was emphasized that
the unprecedented scale, as well as qualitative and quantitative characteristics of the information and technological transformations that took
place in the last decades in the world, formed the basis for fundamental changes in various spheres of life of an individual, as well as society
and the state in general, including communicative, educational, commercial, political, public-administrative and legal space. It is noted that global
information technology, on the one hand, has created the prerequisites for the emergence of new types of legal disputes related to the cross-
border development of social relations in the information society, in particular disputes in the field of electronic commerce, domain disputes,
and on the other hand, it acts as an effective and effective tool their settlement, determining the development of alternative dispute resolution
mechanisms online with the use of IT technologies. It was emphasized that with the constant growth of the number of Internet users, as well as
the increase in the volume of digital interaction with the deepening of technology and the permanent expansion of its influence, in particular, in
the sphere of services (including legal), agro-industrial, social (first of all, this concerns education and health care) sphere, the number of various
disputes will also increase, which will require the use of both alternative mechanisms for their prevention and solutions, which will actualize
the problems of online dispute resolution for Ukraine as well, especially considering the existing permanent problems of the judicial system in
our country.

It was concluded that today in foreign practice the concept of ODR is interpreted broadly, since gradually, starting its development in the ADR
system within the framework of individual initiatives of the private sector, the ODR toolkit began to integrate into the justice system, becoming
institutionalized at the level of the public sector. It was determined that several ODR systems are functioning simultaneously in the world today:
1) ODR in the ADR system at the level of: a) private initiatives; b) public initiatives; 2) ODR in the judicial system.
