The article examines the experience of countries that experienced armed conflict and formed their own approach to the system of providing
assistance and protection to women who suffered from violence in such conflicts. It has been established that exposed to armed conflict and/or forced
migration, women and girls suffer from a variety of severe short- and long-term physical and psychological health-related consequences. In addition to
forced migration, armed conflict provokes sexual violence, which can be carried out both by the military and by civilians, because increased economic
and social instability creates conditions for increased sexual exploitation, human trafficking and other forms of sexual violence. And the breakdown
of the justice system, health care and other systems makes it even more difficult for victims to access help. It was determined that International
Humanitarian Law sufficiently protects the civilian population as a whole from the consequences of military operations, without giving preference to
one category of persons over another. In addition, it provides special protection to women and children, eliminating the risks to which both groups are
particularly vulnerable, especially children as naturally vulnerable individuals. It was found that although international and national legal provisions are
clear, they are often difficult to apply. Today, the debate has largely moved from a critique of the law itself to a discussion of how the gap between the law
on paper and the law in practice can be bridged. The study suggested using a combination of individual and collective narratives to help shift attitudes
towards women victims of violence in armed conflict. It was concluded that paying attention, providing resources and technical assistance should be
done precisely at the local level — at the level of communities. Itis at this level that efficiency is achieved by combining the collective and individual factors
in the organization of providing assistance and protection to women affected by violence during armed conflict.
