The article analyzes the Russian military aggression against Ukraine, which began in 2014, as a prominent example of hybrid warfare. This
conflict combines both direct and indirect military actions with large-scale disinformation and mass consciousness manipulation campaigns.
Despite the large-scale battlefield engagements that began on February 24, 2022, the war remains hybrid in nature. The authors examine
cognitive warfare as a key component of Russia's hybrid warfare strategy. Cognitive warfare involves influencing the perception and behavior
of populations through targeted information campaigns and psychological operations. The article emphasizes the importance of the interplay
of various elements such as non-trinitarian war, network warfare, controlled chaos, reflexive control, information warfare, and neorealism in
international relations. The idea of non-trinitarian war describes a new type of conflict where combat involves not only the military but also
civilians and new actors such as ethnic and social movements. The concept of network warfare highlights the role of the information space in
strategic operations, while the concept of controlled chaos is used by Russia to interfere in the internal affairs of other countries. Information
warfare involves influencing the population of another state through the dissemination of certain information to manipulate public consciousness.
Cognitive warfare includes measures to capture human capital with the aim of controlling the social elite. Reflexive control is used for information-
psychological operations aimed at changing the enemy's perception of reality. The article concludes with the importance of a multifaceted
approach to countering hybrid warfare. This includes enhancing digital literacy, developing analytical thinking, and using social networks to
effectively combat propaganda. The authors stress the necessity of adapting to new challenges in the information age to protect the integrity
of information ecosystems and democratic institutions.
